VIDEO SURVEILLANCE CAMERAS ARE

General rules:

All material except paper can be placed in
the 30-cubic yard recycling container mixed
together. There is no need to separate
plastics from the glass, etc. We ask that
you remove and discard all lids. Labels do
not need to be removed. But we would
like you to rinse all cans, plastics, and glass.
Please keep paper dry and separate from all
other materials. Paper recycling is done in
the 6 cubic yard RED containers. All other
material goes into the big GREEN 30-cubic
yard recycling drop-off containers.
